Against all common sense, your government has for several years ignored the concerns of experts and medical professionals; ignored the evidence showing electricity demand in Ontario steadily declining; and most importantly, ignored the communities which have resisted a natural-gas power plant being located in south Mississauga. 


Inviting private generating companies to operate in residential areas, making profit at the expense of our health, is a poor policy from any perspective. Organizations such as MIRANET and CHIP have worked voluntarily to conduct meaningful community consultations and develop sound policy – yet by allowing Greenfield South to proceed this far, you have clearly not listened to them.

Even worse, Eastern Power has now started building the plant before all the required environmental studies have been completed. This will no doubt make it much harder for your government to cancel this project once the Environmental Assessment finds that pollution levels already exceed regulated standards.

This sort of bullying behaviour, both from your government and Eastern Power, is not acceptable under any circumstance, particularly so when dealing with an issue as important as this one. 

An NDP government would never allow construction to begin before a thorough and independent Environmental Assessment has been completed. In addition, the NDP supports “cumulative measurement” when deciding whether or not to locate industrial emitters within residential areas. How can your government do any less?
